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PRESENTATION 

 

The joint celebration at the University of Valencia of the XX National Congress of 

Comparative Education and the VI Ibero-American International Congress of 

Comparative Education will take place within a global context of distrust, social unrest, 

and a crisis of emancipatory projects. These projects are burdened both by the uncertainty 

and antagonism in which we operate, and by the growing social and ideological 

polarization that surrounds and shapes us. Precisely because we recognize this 

framework, we believe it is necessary to extend and strengthen our collective capacity to 

imagine possible futures for education and the societies that sustain it.  

Furthermore, it appears to us that, within this global framework, it is worthwhile 

reflecting upon and debating the potential of Global Citizenship Education (GCE) as a 

pivotal pedagogical and political response to the challenges presented by this world 

context. This approach may facilitate social cohesion through autonomous pedagogical 

practice, which strengthens critical thinking and the capacity to foster and engage in local 

and global processes of social transformation directed towards the construction of more 

equitable and sustainable societies. Naturally, we are equally convinced that the success 

of this socio-pedagogical vision depends, among many other things, upon revaluing the 

teaching profession, as well as providing educators with appropriate initial and in-service 

training; this would equip them with the necessary instruments to spearhead the paradigm 

shift that GCE proposes both within and beyond the classroom. 

In a world where crises of all kinds have become structural, the relationship and 

collaboration between Latin American and Caribbean countries and Europe in general, 

and between Ibero-American countries in concrete terms, becomes as necessary as it is 

beneficial. This begins by building shared frameworks for critical reflection on all those 

global, national, and regional problems that affect us all, through the hosting of 

Comparative Education Congresses such as the ones to which we now invite you. 

 

The structure shared by both Congresses is structured around these axes: 

 

1. Comparative Education as a discipline: Current epistemological and methodological 

challenges in a complex world in crisis. 



 

2. Perspectives and critical views on the conceptualizations of global citizenship and GCE. 

From theory to action: educational experiences for a critical global citizenship. Glocal 

educational visions and practices. 

 

3. GCE in formal and informal education contexts. Educational policies and international 

agendas for GCE. 

4. GCE and Human Rights Education, Education for Peace, Sustainability, and 

Interculturality. 

 

5. Global citizenship and GCE from critical perspectives: tensions in contexts of 

polarization, discursive reconfiguration, and expansion of Artificial Intelligence. 

 

6. GCE and Teacher Training. Curriculum, pedagogies, and innovation for GCE. 

 

 

7. GCE and the Sustainable Development Goals in the post-2030 strategy. Towards a new 

global educational architecture and governance. A path to be made. 

 

8. Problems and challenges of education in Ibero-America. National and regional agendas. 

 

 

We hope that these lines of work invite dialogue and the participation of pedagogical and
